1) Definition of Symptoms

Symptoms are physical, mental, or emotional signs that indicate a disease, condition, or problem.
They are usually felt or reported by the patient, not directly measured by medical tests.

Symptoms describe what a person experiences.

6) Severity and Duration of Symptoms
» Mild - not serious

» Moderate — noticeable

* Severe — serious

« Acute — short-term



« Chronic - long-lasting

The symptoms are mild but persistent.
