Follow the Rules 
These days many factories and other establishments are becoming cautious when it 

comes to safety and management. This is very true because they want to avoid untoward 

accidents and other incidents that may cause injury to their employees and might delay 

their operations. 

Most companies will require their employees to present their ID whenever they 

enter the job place. This is for security purposes. Employees are asked to be on time with 

their duties and must present a valid reason if they are absent in their posts. In each 

department they have certain rules to follow and it depends on which machines or 

equipments they will be using. 

In operating equipments, the employee must follow rules or procedures. First they 

must read the operating procedure. Second they must wear safety gears. Next, they must 

be check power supply. Then they must clean their area after work and lastly, turn off the 

equipment.
