hen someone asks you, “What do you

do?”, they are asking about your job or
occupation. It is a common question to get to
know someone better. Your reply usually
begins with a form of the verb “to be” followed
by a general job title.

Remember, if you’re talking about just one
person, always use the article “a”. For example,
if someone asks, “What do you do?”, you might
reply, “I’'m an electrician.” Similarly, if the
question is about someone else, you could say,
“He is an architect,” or “She is a nurse.”

However, if the person has a unique or special
title, you use “the” instead of “a”. For example,
“He is the president of Iron Man Enterprise.”
This shows that he holds an important position
within the company.

Also, you can answer the question with a
different verb to provide more specific
information about where you work. For
example, “T work for a furniture company,” or
“He drives a tax1i.” This gives a clearer picture
of your job role and responsibilities. Similarly,
you might say, “She works at Bangkok Bank.”

In summary, when answering the question
“What do you do?”, you have various options
depending on the level of detail you want to
provide about your job or occupation. Whether
you use a general job title with “a” or “the,” or
provide more specific information with a
different verb, the key is to communicate
effectively about your work.
