The Baiyoke Towe Il is Thailand’s fourth tallest building which is located
in the Ratchathewi District of Bangkok. The Building is 309 meters high or 1,013
feet tall. However, if the building's antenna is included, the height of the
building is 328 meters or 1,076 feet.
The building was constructed in 1997 while its antenna was constructed
two years later in 1999. At present time, this 85-floor building offers 673
guest rooms of the Baiyoke Sky Hotel while the public observatory on the
77t floor is used for overlooking the wide areas of Bangkok.
